She has worked closely with legislators on issues

regarding the protection of children and the family. Her commitment to

children has made her a community leader and spokeswoman for family values

at local churches and youth groups.

Bernie Anderson is the senior pastor of the Wasatch Hills Seventh-day

Adventist Church in Salt Lake City. He has a Bachelor of Arts degree from

Southwestern Adventist University, and a Masters of Divinity degree from

Andrews University. Having broken a long-time struggle with pornography, he

now devotes much of his ministry to warning others of its dangers. He has been

able to share his story with a national and worldwide audience, including the

Associated Press, Newsweek magazine, The Church Report, and ABC World

News Tonight, not to mention numerous local TV, and print media outlets

across the country. He and his wife have three daughters.
